Each 11 day trek in Philmont is 60-80 miles andlngs elevations from 6000 — 12,000
feet. Each day can cover anywhere from 2 mileé2tmiles. A review of the Philmont
guides and websites will quickly give you the idleat you not only have to be in good
physical condition but training several monthsdwance of the trek is highly advised.
There are weight limitations per person’s heightspecial Philmont Medical form must
be completed within a year of the trek. There atsst be at least 2 people in each trek
certified in First Aid.
